B. Move higher up in bed 1 

Guide Mini MASTER down be-
neath user’s buttocks. 

Helpers stand on either side of 
user, take hold of handles, and 
pull user higher up in bed. 

Place a Slide MASTER Nylon 
under user’s shoulders, then 
bend user’s knees. 

Bend one of user’s legs. Fold 
Mini MASTER in under user 
from the side on which user’s 
leg has been bent. Stretch out 
leg again. Bend user’s other leg. 
Helper takes handles of Mini 
MASTER and rolls it out on the 
opposite side.

A. Stand up/Sit down

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User rolls on to one side, with 
the support of helper if neces-
sary. Lay an open or rolled 
sheet of Nylon MASTER under 
user. 

Place Mini MASTER over Nylon 
MASTER and under user’s hip.  

C. Move higher up in bed 2 

User rolls back and lies with hip 
up against Mini MASTER

User raises his/her torso, using 
elbows and opposite leg for sup-
port. User pushes with his/her 
bent leg at the same time as 
helper pulls handles of Mini 
MASTER. Mini MASTER thus 
glides easily over Nylon MAS-
TER.

D. Transfer from Chair to Bed in Seated Position 

Place the wheelchair as close 
to the bed as possible. Ensure 
that the bed and the wheel-
chair are at the same height. 
Fold Mini MASTER together, 
and guide it beneath user’s 
buttocks to the side on which 
the transfer is to take place.  

Guide Master GLIDE Sliding 
Board beneath Mini MASTER.  

User leans his/her weight to-
ward Mini MASTER and Master 
GLIDE Sliding Board. Helper 
supports user.  

Elevate the head guard on the 
bed. Guide Mini MASTER 
around user’s legs. 

Lift handles and rotate user’s 
legs onto the bed. If user is 
sitting on Turn MASTER Turn 
Cushion, user will turn very 
easily.

E. Rotate Heavy Leg In/Out Over Edge of the Bed 

User stands up, and Mini MAS-
TER is placed against user’s 
stomach.

Helpers cross their arms and 
take handles of Mini MASTER 
behind user’s back.  Mini MAS-
TER is used for walking sup-
port.

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F. Walking Support (recommended for exercise situations only) 

Helper pulls handles of Mini 
MASTER, causing user to slide 
over on Master GLIDE’s slip-
pery surface. Helper takes han-
dles of sliding board, and pulls it 
away from under user. Helper 
takes handles of Mini MASTER, 
and pulls it away from under 
user.

Mini MASTER Small is ideal for relatively small users.  
 

Mini MASTER ® Medium 
Mini MASTER Medium is ideal for medium-large and large users.
